The Morgan Library & Museum consists of many 
unique spaces, including traditional period rooms in 
the original 1906 library, which can be used for intimate 
dinners up to 60 guests or larger receptions up to 
150 guests, three smaller historic family rooms in the 
nineteenth-century Morgan house; and the splendid 
spaces designed by architect Renzo Piano, featuring 
a spacious glass-enclosed central court, which can 
accommodate dinners up to 280 and receptions up to 
500, as well as a 264-seat performance hall.  All spaces 
may be used for a reception up to 850 guests.
